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how you can help during your climbing outing 

for adult leaders/supervisors

when you arrive at climbing site
· bring first aid kit to climbing area
· personal medecations and inform instructors of any health problems
· check walkie talkies and phone service
· check that emergency evacuation plan is known by all adult leaders
· have extra water available
· assemble scouts in staging area on time
· a portable shade structure may be needed (ask you instructor)
during climbing/rappelling activity

· help checkout equipment to scouts
· keep scouts focused on instructions from instructors

· watch for any health issues

· encourage water consumption

· keep non-climbers in a shaded area
· watch non-climbers in your group so they do not distract your instrtuctors
closing activity

· help check-in equipment

· count all equipment to ensure all sets are complete

· check with scout/s responsible for any missing equipment

· notify instructor if any equipment can not be located before you leave area
· make arrangements with instructor to replace any missing gear

· complete and initial gear log

· secure all equipment 

· return gear and log to instructor

· secure climbing area leave no trace
· exit climbing area
